AESI wants to develop in particular, with its 

activities, a real culture of cooperation among populations and Nations, respecting human 

being's dignity and identity. AESI wants to contribute to the training of those young 

students who are preparing themselves for a diplomatic career or a career in the European 

or International Institutions. More than 3000 students and young graduates have already 

taken part in the Seminars organised together with the Diplomatic Studies Club, the 

Centre for Advanced Defence Studies, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the European 

Commission and the European Parliament Information Office in Italy. AESI has also
